 

      SPRING POTTERY CLASSES  ~ 2007

Annandale ceramic artist and educator, Susan Fox Hirschmann, is currently enrolling beginner & intermediate adults for weekly classes in clay.  Learn to create pottery while receiving lots of individual attention as your grow in this art form.

The classes will be designed for those students who have never touched clay or those who have some experience working with clay.

The class will include:

  *A variety of projects while learning different hand building techniques and learning to “throw” on the potter’s wheel—the two basic methods for working with clay.

  *Learning the techniques in creating simple forms by hand or throwing a basic cylinder or bowl forms on the potter’s wheel.

*All clay, glazes, and firing for permanence. Each piece is fired twice.
  *The benefit of small “warm” classes in a wonderful new neighborhood studio, full of light and space, taught by an artist/potter with 26 years of experience in clay and a lifetime of study in the arts. 

Lots of new Projects: This session will be a real Spring Fling! Learn techniques while creating pottery for the great outdoors….plant pots, porch sculpture, bird baths, candleholders, wind chimes, vases, and more!  New glazing techniques also will be taught.
Definition of terms:

Hand building involves the building and forming of 3-D clay objects primarily with the hands.  Techniques include coil, slab, paddle, and pinch and combinations of any two or more.

Throwing is forming clay objects on the potter’s wheel.

Surface Decoration will be emphasized so that students are shown and use a variety of finishing techniques to complete the surfaces of their clay objects.
